WEDDING INFORMATION

Our chapel is available to
everyone including
Behrend students,
faculty, staff, alumni, and
the community. Persons
of any faith may schedule
weddings, as long as a
legal officiant conducts the
ceremony. The service must meet legal
requirements of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania.

MARRIAGE LICENSE INFORMATION

To obtain a marriage license, you must appear
together before the Clerk
Marriage License Bureau.

The Marriage License Bureau is located in the Erie
County Court House. For directions, office hours and
license fees, please call (814) 451-6264.

There is a three-day waiting period between
application and issuance of license. Licenses are
valid for a 60-day period from the day of issuance.

A medical examination is no longer required in
Pennsylvania.

Your marriage license may be used anywhere in the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania by an officiant
meeting the requirements of Pennsylvania law to
perform such services.
